Monday, April 25, 2005 (approx. 9:18 am)

Between Tsukaguchi Sta. and Amagasaki Sta., on the
Fukuchiyama Line; Approx. 1,805m before Amagasaki Sta.
(Kukuchi 3-chome, Amagasaki City, Hyogo Prefecture)

Trains Involved

Train No. b418M (207 series electric train, 7 cars), rapid
train from Takarazuka Sta. bound for Doshishamae Sta.

Between Tsukaguchi Station and Amagasaki Station, the train
No. 5418 M entered a rightward curve with a radius of 304 m
at a speed of approximately 116 km/h, which was far higher
than the specified speed limit of 70 km/h. As a result, the
first car of the train overturned to the left and derailed.
This was followed by derailment of the second to fifth cars.
The first and second cars collided with an apartment building
on the left side of the track (according to the direction of
travel), causing severe damage.

This derailment claimed the lives of 106 passengers and
the train driver, and injured 562 passengers as well as
one passerby.

A cenotaph has been erected at the site of the accident to
honor the memory and spirit of those who lost their lives.
To ensure that the memory of the accident does not become
lost to time, the location of the collision with the
apartment building has also been preserved, including the
area between the derailment site and the apartment
building, and where emergency and rescue personnel
worked to help those involved.

Nearby the cenotaph, a summary of the accident as well as
the West Japan Railway Company’s apology to the bereaved,
reflections, and an oath of safety are also inscribed.
